Often called “Brazilian rum,” cachaça is so popular, it’s produced by 40,000 micro-companies

across the country. The blend from Paraty is sweet and salty; taste the sea as you sip this local liquid.

Walking Tour Paraty + cachaça tasting (2hrs)  Paraty  160BRL   

Tour a cachaça distillery where sugarcane juice is used to create the most popular distilled spirit in

Brazil. If it tastes familiar, that's because it's the main ingredient in a Caipirinha, the country’s national

cocktail. Often called “Brazilian rum,” cachaça is so popular, it’s produced by 40,000 micro-companies

across the country. The blend from Paraty is sweet and salty; taste the sea as you sip this local liquid.

4x4 Tour  Paraty  150BRL  6h-7h30m   

Hop in the back of a jeep and hang on for this tropical tour. Enter the Serra da Bocaina National Park,

visit waterfalls (great for photos and swimming), and step back in time along the Gold Trail road,

constructed by African slaves to transport gold mined inland and transported to Paraty port bound for

Portugal. 



Horseback Riding Paraty  Paraty  390BRL  3h-6h   

Throw on some long pants, grab the reins and hop up on a well-trained horse. Trail ride through the

Atlantic Rainforest in the mountains around Paraty. Cross rivers and follow trails lined with tropical

trees. Reach a lookout and see the village and the water below. Stop at a waterfall and jump in! Let the

rushing water massage your muscles then hop back on the horses and gallop home.

Paraty Boat Tour  Paraty  150BRL   

Home to hundreds of pristine islands and idyllic white sand beaches it doesn't get much better than

the Costa Verde. Cruise up the coast with a caipirinha in one hand and your camera in the other. Stop

along the way to swim in the crystal clear waters or to catch a few rays. Snorkeling equipment is

provided for those wanting a peek at what is under the water's surface.

Snorkelling  Paraty   

Book a special boat trip or simply rent a mask and fins and float in the waters near Paraty. Ask your

CEO for the best snorkel sites. Ilha Comprida is known locally as “nature’s aquarium”; the waters are

filled with fish. Other spots include Trinidade and Sao Gonçalo. Bring an underwater camera if you’ve

got one. You don’t want to miss this opportunity to document the aquatic life teeming in these clear

turquoise waters.

Day 4  Paraty/Iguaçu Falls 

Fly to Iguassu Falls for two full days of exploration from both the Argentine and Brazilian sides.

Skip the 19 hour journey by land and hop a flight to Iguassu from São Paulo, maximizing your time to

enjoy the falls.

beautifully coloured local wildlife or enjoy an optional helicopter ride for a birds-eye view of the falls.

Visit the Brazil side of the falls to get a panoramic view of Iguaçu, one of the world's largest and most

impressive waterfalls. In total, there are over 275 individual falls spread out over 3km (2 mi). Find the

best spot to take jaw-dropping photos of this UNESCO World Heritage site.

Iguassu Falls Bird Park Visit  Iguaçu Falls  120BRL   

Grab a camera and get up and close and personal with macaws, parrots, parakeets, and 150 other

species of birds. Located on the Brazilian side of Iguassu Falls, the bird park is on 12 acres of native

subtropical forest. Enter a huge aviary to see the birds free from cages and nets. Check out other

exhibits to view butterflies, alligators, and snakes (boas and anacondas).

Iguassu Helicopter Ride  Iguaçu Falls  130USD   

Fly above the roaring cascades of Iguassu falls on a memorable helicopter ride to get a unique view

and mind-blowing photo opportunities. Sit back in the comfortable seats, enjoy the ride and let the

experienced pilot guide you over the immense falls.



Day 6  Iguaçu Falls 

Experience Iguassu in Argentina by exploring trails and catwalks. Opt to take a boat tour to view the

falls from below. 

Explore trails that will bring you directly over the falls of the Devil's Throat—the highest and deepest of

the falls. Other trails allow access to the stretch of falls across the forest on the Argentine side. Opt to

take an inflatable boat to the base of the thundering falls.

Sail along the shore

before and enjoy the splendour of the San Martin waterfall, a wonderful and unforgettable experience.

Get a feel for what life in a Favela is really like. We take you to the top of the Rocinha Favela and then

descend on foot. On the way down, you get a unique insight into the vibrant spirit of the people,

especially the kids.



Day 14  Rio de Janeiro/Amazon Jungle Lodge 

In the morning, leave the concrete jungle behind to fly north to the lush Amazon. Travel by motorized

canoe along the famous Amazon river, take in the flooded landscape and spot wildlife along the way. In

the evening, spot caimans on a boat excursion and overnight in a jungle lodge.

Transfer one hour from Manaus to the village of Rio Preto da Eva, visit a local market before heading

up river by motorized canoe to the jungle lodge. 

The wet season, from March to August known as igapó, floods the surrounding forests enriching the

soil and plants. Gliding over the submerged forest by canoe is an experience that is unique to the

Amazon. 

The dry season from September to February also has its draws, when the level of the river reaches its

lowest, fish crowd together making them easy targets for catfish and dolphins. Lower water levels also

make it harder for caimans to hide and easier to spot.

Hike through the park to Poco do Diablo waterfall for a swim en route to Morro do Pai Inácio for an

incredible view over the beautiful park.

Is there an itinerary Disclaimer?

While it is our intention to adhere to the route described below, there is a certain amount of flexibility built into the

itinerary and on occasion it may be necessary, or desirable to make alterations. The itinerary is brief, as we never know

exactly where our journey will take us. Due to our style of travel and the regions we visit, travel can be unpredictable. The

Trip Details document is a general guide to the tour and region and any mention of specific destinations or wildlife is by

no means a guarantee that they will be visited or encountered. Aboard expedition trips visits to research stations

depend on final permission. 

Additionally, any travel times listed are approximations only and subject to vary due to local circumstances.

What important notes should I be aware of before the trip?

A good size daypack or overnight bag is required for this trip. The luggage allowance for the motorized canoe from

Manaus is 7 kg.

COMBO TRIP

Please note that this tour combines with other G Adventures tours. As such, the staff and some travel companions on

your tour may have previously been traveling together with G Adventures, prior to Day 1 of your tour. Likewise, some staff

and travel companions may be continuing together on another G Adventures tour, after your trip concludes.

What is the group leader like?

Internal flight tickets are issued locally and will be

given to you prior to the flight departure.

Is there an extra cost for travelling solo?

We believe solo travellers should not have to pay more to travel so our group trips are designed for shared

accommodation and do not involve a single supplement. Single travellers joining group trips are paired in twin or multi-

share accommodation with someone of the same sex for the duration of the trip. Some of our Independent trips are

designed differently and solo travellers on these itineraries must pay the single trip price.

Where will we stay during the trip?

Hotels (15 nts), guesthouse (6 nts), tented room with hammocks in the Pantanal (2 nts, multi-share), jungle lodge (2 nts).

What is the joining hotel?

For details of your joining hotel please refer to your tour voucher, G Account, the G Adventures App or contact your

travel agent.



What are the joining instructions?

Galeao International Airport is a 30 to 45 minute drive from our joining hotel. There are many private taxi companies

with booths inside the building where you can pay a set rate for a taxi to Copacabana (approximately $50 USD), thus

avoiding the confusion outside the airport. There is a money exchange in the Banco do Brazil on the 3rd floor of the

international arrivals area, which is open 24 hours.

There is also an airport shuttle service, known as ‘Real’ (approximate fare $9USD) which will drop you off at the place of

your choice along the route (choose the one that goes to Copacabana beach). You can flag down one of the many

official yellow taxis in the street to get the rest of the way to the hotel (approximately $5 USD). 

If you have paid in advance for an arrival transfer, a G Adventures representative will be at the airport to meet you. If for

any reason you are not met at the airport, please call our local support line. If you are unable to make contact for

whatever reason, please make your way to the joining point hotel via taxi.

Please note that Day 1 is an arrival day and no activities have been planned for that day other then your welcome

meeting in the evening, so you can arrive at any time. Similarly the last day is a departure day during which no activities

have been planned.

A G Adventures Representative will organize a short meeting soon after arrival, during which you will meet other tour

participants and receive information about general and specific aspects of the trip. A welcome note will be left for you in

the hotel so you have all the necessary information regarding the meeting time. If you arrive late, s/he will leave you a

message detailing what time and where you should meet the next morning.

What happens if I experience problems when arriving?

We don't expect any problems, and nor should you, but if for any reason you are unable to commence your trip as

scheduled, please refer to the emergency contact details provided in this dossier and contact us as soon as possible. If

you have a pre-booked transfer, and you have not made contact with our representative within 30 minutes of clearing

customs and immigration, we recommend that you make your own way to the Starting Point hotel, following the Joining

Instructions.

When can I do my laundry on this trip?

What the visas and entry requirements for my trip?

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or consulate for

the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel

documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We

keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While

we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

What should I know about currency, credit cards, and

exchanging money while on this tour?

Credit cards and debit cards are very useful for cash advances. Visa cards are the most widely accepted cards. While

ATMs are widely available, there are no guarantees that your credit or debit cards will actually work in Latin America.

Check with your bank. 

You should be aware that to purchase products or services on a credit card a fee of 5%-10% usually applies. 

Do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only source of money, a combination of US dollar cash and cards is best.

Please bear in mind that cost of living in the southern cone countries (Argentina, Brazil, Chile) is much higher than the

rest of South America, and more comparable with Europe. Always take more rather than less, as you don't want to spoil

the trip by constantly feeling short of funds.

We do not recommend bringing travellers cheques as they are very difficult to change in country.

CURRENCY EXCHANGE TIP: Please be advised that slightly torn notes, notes that have been heavily marked or are

faded may be difficult to exchange. It is best to bring notes in fairly good condition, in denominations lower than 100USD

(or equivalent). 

As currency exchange rates can fluctuate often we ask that you refer to the following website for daily exchange rates:

How much emergency money should I bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be

used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Should I be tipping on my trip?

It is customary in Latin America to tip service providers such as waiters, at approximately 10%, depending on the service.

Tipping is an expected - though not compulsory - component of your tour program and an expression of satisfaction

with the persons who have assisted you on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable

significance to the people who will take care of you during your travels. There are several times during the trip where

there is opportunity to tip the local guides or drivers we use. Recommendations for tipping drivers and local guides

would range from $5-10 USD per day depending on the quality and length of the service; ask your CEO for specific

recommendations based on the circumstances and culture.

Also at the end of each trip if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated. The amount

is entirely a personal preference, however as a guideline $20-25 USD per person, per week can be used.

Are there any health considerations I should know before

travelling?

Please note inoculations may be required for the country visited. It is your responsibility to consult with your travel

doctor for up to date medical travel information well before departure.

You should consult your doctor for up-to-date medical travel information well before departure. We recommend that

you carry a First Aid kit and hand sanitizers / antibacterial wipes as well as any personal medical requirements. Please

be aware that quite often we are in remote areas and away from medical facilities, and for legal reasons our leaders are

prohibited from administering any type of drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc. When selecting your trip

please carefully read the brochure and itinerary and assess your ability to cope with our style of travel. Please refer to the

Physical ratings for trip specific information. G Adventures reserves the right to exclude any traveller from all or part of a

trip without refund if in the reasonable opinion of our CEO they are unable to complete the itinerary without undue risk to

themselves and/or the rest of the group.

What do I need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international

travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We

strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air

tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewelery at home - you won't need it while

travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your valuables.

A lock is recommended for securing your luggage. When travelling on a group trip, please note that your group leader

has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it deemed necessary, due to safety concerns. Your

Chief Experience Officer (CEO) will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free

time to pursue your own interests, relax and take it easy and explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with

options available in a given location, please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary,

and we offer no representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please

use your own good judgement when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are

generally safe during the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our

recommendation to stay in small groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in

water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and

adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards), have a

balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our CEOs to make arrangements on your behalf for water

based activities that are not accompanied by guide(s).

What rules should I know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but

also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world

but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter and in

particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of people in the sex trade is

completely contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in

their possession or if they utilize the services of paid sex workers, in any capacity.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip, you will not be

permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who will take note of your

insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum you are covered for medical

expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage of USD200,000 is required. We

strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and

personal effects. Some tours include adventure activities that require extra coverage (e.g. crampon use); please review

your itinerary and make sure that you are covered for all included activities. If you have credit card insurance we require

proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for

details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
