Table Mountain Visit via the Cable Car 3h

Take the cable car to the top of Table Mountain, 1,085m (3,562ft) above Cape Town, and explore the
summit. This is a great spot to sit and soak up the commanding 360-degree views of Cape Town, Table
Bay, the peaks of surrounding mountains, and the rest of Table Mountain National Park. Once at the
top, take your time to enjoy the expansive vistas, explore walking trails, or simply relax and take in the

mountain's serene ambience.

Enjoy a completely free afternoon and evening in Cape Town. Choose from a variety of optional
activities that your CEO will recommend or simply walk around and see the city on foot. In the evening

you can opt to join the group for dinner at a local spot.

Storms River Mouth Trail - Tsitsikamma National Park 1h30m 2km

Walk along the Mouth Trail with your CEO inside of Tsitsikamma National Park. The 2km trail begins at
Sandy Bay and then leads you along a winding boardwalk through the indigenous forest to a
suspension bridge and the Storms River Mouth Cave. If you're feeling brave there's another part of the
trail that continues after the bridge and leads up to a lookout plateau. Try to spot nesting pairs of
African Black Oystercatchers, one of South Africa's most endangered birds and enjoy the stunning

coastal scenery along this part of the Garden Route.

Big Tree Walk - Garden Route 1h30m

Walk with your CEO along a 500m pathway through indigenous bush that leads to what is known as
the Big Tree. This massive Yellow Wood has a truck with a circumference of 9m and stands at 36m tall.

It towers over the rest of the canopy and is estimated to be over 800 years old.



Tsitsikamma

Enjoy an entire free day in the Tsitsikamma area. Choose between optional activities like, the
Woodcutters’ Journey, a tree canopy tour, a seasonal whale watching excursion, or whitewater tubing.

Robberg Nature Reserve Visit 1h 2km

Robberg is situated along the Garden Route and is not only a nature reserve but also a World Heritage
Site. There are rocks here in this region that date back 120 million years to the break-up of the super-
continent Gondwanaland. Walk on the Gap Circuit on a trail that is 21km in length and will take about

30 minutes.

Knysna CEO-led Orientation Tour 1h

Begin with driving along the scenic waterfront area passing by the bustling harbour and catching a

glimpse of local life teeming around the boats and lagoon. Witness Knysna's charming downtown



streets lined with artisan shops and cafés. Visit Thesen Island, the landscapes on the outskirts of the

Knysna Forest, and gain a true sense of the natural allure of this place.

Free Time

Enjoy free time in Knysna to explore on your own. Choose from a variety of optional activities sold

locally. Your CEO can help you arrange the ones you wish to try.



Breakfast will be had at the hotel before an included visit to The Knysna Heads, which enclose and
form the Knysna River Estuary. Visit some of the main attractions on the Eastern Head, walk along a
pathway at the foot of the cliffs and learn about the importance of the land to the local population.

Knysna Heads Visit 1h

The Knysna Heads is probably the best known, most well recognized river mouth in all of South Africa
to those who live here. Separated by 300m of water the Knysna Heads are the headlands of two
peninsulas that enclose and form the Knysna River Estuary. The Eastern Head has many attractions
like the hidden Coney Glen Beach with its soft sands and secret rock pools, the Heads Viewpoint high
on the mountain at the top of Coney Glen Road, and Fountain Point, where the wreck of the Paquita
lies in its watery grave - and where you can walk along a pathway at the foot of the cliffs, and then
return to enjoy a meal or coffee overlooking the water at East Head Café. The Western Head is home to

one of Knysna's most popular attractions, Featherbed Nature Reserve.

Return to Knysna for a free afternoon to fill with optional activities like an oyster tour boat cruise or a
visit to Featherbed.



Knysna/Franschhoek

Rise early for a long, but jam-packed day of epic scenery and unforgettable sights as you drive the
more scenic way from Knysna to Franschhoek. First stop is the harbour town of Mossel Bay to visit the
lighthouse and walk in the area. Drive along Tradouw Pass next, through the lesser-known gem of
Gatplaats Nature Reserve for a short walk and enjoy hilly views to reach the town of Barrydale. Have an
included outdoor lunch at a local restaurant and enjoy a wine tasting. Arrive to Franschhoek in the

evening and have dinner on your own.

Continue
onwards driving through the picturesque landscapes in the Gatplaats Nature Reserve and Tradouw
Pass with stops for photos as you go. Keep an eye out for the local wildlife and take a short walk on the
trails to stretch your legs in this peaceful environment. The winding roads up the pass offer
breathtaking views of the surrounding mountains and valleys. It means today's drive won't feel so

tedious as there's plenty to enjoy along the way.

Barrydale Vineyard Visit 1h30m-2h

Make another stop in the quaint town of Barrydale for an included visit to a local vineyard. Offeing
tastings of its handcrafted wines on an outdoor terrace surrounded by beauty. Dine at the outdoor deli

and opt to join a proper tasting in their rustic cellar or outdoor garden area.

Knysna and Franschhoek with stops at Mossel Bay and Barrydale, Dig into Lunch and wine tasting at a vineyard in

Barrydale.

What important notes should | be aware of before the trip?

1. This is not a physically demanding journey; however, travelling can be difficult, with long drives and poor road
conditions at times. Despite this, most clients feel that the diversity of the African landscape, countries, culture and

wildlife are all well worth the experience. We use a comfortable and safe air-conditioned tour vehicle for the long drives.

2.1t may be required to show a Yellow Fever certificate if you are traveling to South Africa from a Yellow Fever endemic

country.

3. DRONES

The use of drones in national parks in Southern Africa is prohibited.

What are the meals like on this trip?

Eating is a big part of travelling. Travelling with G Adventures you experience the vast array of wonderful food that is
available in southern Africa. On this tour, we provide a few meals for you and your group members, so as to give you the
maximum flexibility in deciding where, what and with whom to eat. It also gives you more budgeting flexibility in you
choices. Our groups tend to eat together to enable you to taste a larger variety of dishes and enjoy each other's
company. There is no obligation to do this though - while in the larger centres, your CEO will be able to suggest favourite

restaurants during your trip.

For the included meals, vegetarian meal requests and other dietary requirements need to be specified prior to arrival.

What transportation will we take on this trip?

This style of transportation is a comfortable way to travel through the region, allowing the group to travel through the

cities and parks with ease, with more opportunities to stop and either wander around or view the sites.

For all of our standard class trips in southern Africa, including this tour, we use a private local bus for the journey. With
air conditioning, and sliding windows, this style of transportation is a comfortable way to travel through the region. In
addition, even with a full group of 18 travelers, there will be extra space for the benefit of the group. Having our own
private vehicle throughout the tour allows us the flexibility of making stops when needed. In addition, we are able to

travel to out-of-the-way locations where public transportation does not reach.

Road conditions in South Africa are generally good, though once in Namibia and beyond, the road quality deteriorates.
As such, we slow our traveling speed and enjoy some sand and bumps en route - something which is of course part of

the adventure of traveling in Africal!

Are local flights included in the cost of the trip?

Please be advised that any flights noted on the G Adventures Itinerary for this tour are included in the tour services
provided. Flight tickets are provided by G Adventures during the tour. The date for this service will match the day of the
itinerary, for which Day 1is equal to the start date noted on the Invoice under Land Services: Tour. If flight information is

required in advance for visa purposes, please contact G Adventures.

Is there an extra cost for travelling solo?

We believe solo travellers should not have to pay more to travel so our group trips are designed for shared
accommodation and do not involve a single supplement. Single travellers joining group trips are paired in twin or multi-
share accommodation with someone of the same sex for the duration of the trip. Some of our Independent trips are

designed differently and solo travellers on these itineraries must pay the single trip price.

What kind of accommodation can | expect on this trip?

Start and end hotels on this tour offer comfortable accommodations with en-suite bathrooms, standard facilities, and
wifi. Additional amenities vary from location to location. Please see the hotel listings on the Full Itinerary if you would like

to learn more about the offerings of your accommodations.

Please remember that hotel/lodge/camp standards can be different from what you are used to in your home country,

which is part of the appeal of adventure travel.

Note:
Under certain circumstances, we reserve the right to change accommodation and provide something slightly different

to what is described, though it will always be of similar or better standard/level.

Camping in Africa is truly an adventure. You will be able to get off the beaten track to get a first-hand experience of the
beautiful wilderness and nature. While camping, we stay at designated campsites in national parks and outside towns.
Campsite facilities in southern Africa are generally good, but can be basic in certain places. There are generally small
restaurants and/or bars, flush toilets, showers (generally outdoors, some with simple reed enclosures), washing facilities
and telephones available. Additionally, warm water is available at most sites, but it is not guaranteed to always be warm
when you take your shower; the warm water may be used up by others who also use the camp. We usually set-up camp

within close proximity to the toilet facilities, though occasionally to reach them you may have to walk a short distance.

We sleep in good quality, durable, industry-standard 2-person safari canvas tents. Please note that most adults will not
be able to fully stand up inside the tents, though most travellers find these more than adequate, as they have a base
area of approximately 4 square meters. These tents are regularly treated with a waterproofing agent, but under certain
rainy conditions, the tent fabric may become saturated to the point where seepage or leakage may occur. All tents have

built-in mesh insect netting on the windows and doors.

We travel with our own portable camp chairs with a comfortable back-rest, and we utilize our own cooking equipment to

provide the group good quality camp meals.

In camping within the national parks and conservation areas, some camp sites are enclosed for keeping the resident
wildlife out. Other camps are open to the natural environment - care must be taken, especially at night, when a torch/

flashlight is recommended when walking around the camp area.

Please note that due to the high demand for accommodation in the parks, sometimes we will arrange alternative

accommodation outside of the park.



What are the joining instructions?

For details of your joining hotel please refer to your tour voucher, G Account, the G Adventures App or contact your

travel agent.

If you would like to book an airport Arrival transfer for your tour, please contact our Sales Team or your Travel Agent in

advance of travel.

If you have paid in advance for an arrival transfer, a G Adventures representative will be at the airport to meet you. If for
any reason you dre not met at the airport, please call our local support line. If you are unable to make contact for

whatever reason, please make your way to the joining point hotel via taxi.
Please note that day 1is an arrival day and no activities have been planned on this day.

Upon arrival to your Joining Hotel (note that check-in time will be in the afternoon), look for a note or bulletin board in the
reception with a note from your CEO. This note will give the details of your Welcome Meeting on day 1 (usually between
5pm and 7pm), where you will get a chance to meet your CEO and other travellers, as well as learn more about how the

tour will run. If you don’t see a note, please ask reception for details!

If you are arriving later and will miss the Welcome Meeting, your CEO will leave a note at reception for you with any

We don't expect any problems, and nor should you, but if for any reason you are unable to commence your trip as
scheduled, please refer to the emergency contact details provided in this dossier and contact us as soon as possible. If
you have a pre-booked transfer, and you have not made contact with our representative within 30 minutes of clearing
customs and immigration, we recommend that you make your own way to the Starting Point hotel, following the Joining

Instructions. Please apply to your travel agent on your return for a refund of the transfer cost if this occurs.

What information should | be aware of as the itinerary draws to
a close?

It is
important to pack clothes for warm days and cool evenings, as well as a warm jacket for early morning wildlife safari

drives. . It is wise to bring plenty of layers for cool mornings and evenings. A set of smart casual clothes is also advisable.

Please be advised that if you plan to bring a drone with you, the use of drones in national parks in Southern Africa is
prohibited.

What should | know about currency, credit cards, and
exchanging money while on this tour?

The currency in South Africa is the South African Rand (ZAR).

Local currency can be obtained locally by changing foreign currency or by using ATMs (where available) which will
disperse local currency. Your CEO will inform you where you can change money throughout the tour and approximately

how much money you will need.

The easiest foreign currency to exchange for locally for any of the local currencies is the SUS; however the British Pound
and Euro may also be exchanged as well. Please note that due to past problems with forgery, SUS notes that are older
than year 2006 are not accepted in Africa.

Large note (SUS 50, SUS 100 etc) can be difficult to change in some places, but will gain you the best exchange rate.

If you plan to rely on cash, please bring foreign currency (Euro, Pound, USD) with you, as it is often expensive to buy these
currencies locally. And in more rural areas, it is often not likely.
If you plan to buy your visas at borders, you will need to bring SUSD cash to pay for these visas. Please note you cannot

use the local currency or any other currency to buy these visas- they must be purchased in USD.
Please do not bring Travellers’ cheques toAfrica. They are difficult if not impossible to exchange in many places.

Visa/Plus system cards are the most widely accepted debit cards. it is harder to find machines Mastercard/Cirrus cards.
We highly recommend that if you hold a Mastercard, you obtain a Visa card prior to departure and travel with both. This
is also useful should somethingunforeseen happen to one of your cards during your travels.

While there are many ATMs in the major centres, there are no guarantees that your credit or debit cards will actually

work in Africa. Check with your bank.

Credit cards can be used in major cities and towns ONLY but please do not rely on them as a method of payment
because they are generally not widely accepted. You should be aware that to purchase products or services on a credit
card a fee of 5%-10% usually applies. The majority of our optional activities can also be paid by credit card. Your CEO will

advise on these.

Please note that in many areas there may be occasional power-outages, where there will be no electricity for hours at a
time. In addition, ATMs outside of larger centers often run out of cash or can be out of order unexpectedly. These factors
could affect your ability to access money from ATMs. As such, please do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only
source of money.

A combination of foreign currency and debit/credit cards for cash advances is best. Always take more rather than less,

as you don't want to spoil the trip by constantly feeling short of funds.

As currency exchange rates can fluctuate often we ask that you refer to the following website for daily exchange rates:

How much emergency money should | bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be
used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!



Should I be tipping on my trip?

Tipping is an expected, though not compulsory, component of your tour program. The gesture serves as an expression

of appreciation for exceptional service, and amounts given are up to your discretion.

Tipping is one of the most direct ways that you can have a positive economic impact within the African community.

Although it may not be customary for you, it is an important source of income for those in the tourism industry. Giving a

tip should be a seen as a formal 'thank you', and the action should in no way be awkward.

The best method of tipping someone that has served the whole group is to plan in advance, and not rush when it comes

to saying goodbye. A suggestion would be for each group member to contribute anonymously by putting their tip into

an envelope. This often works the best and the group should gather to present the gift to the recipient(s), offering their

thanks and showing their appreciation. This method brings the action out into the open, allowing for a friendly and

appreciative interaction between the group and the recipient(s).

You may use the following as a guideline, all given in a per person format:

CEQ: $5-8 USD (per day, per person)

Local guides: $2-3 USD (per day)

Safari Guide/Driver: $2-3 USD (per day)

Restaurant Staff: 10-15% of cost of bill

Are there any health considerations | should know before
travelling?

We recommend you contact your family physician, or your local travel clinic for the most up-to-date health information
at least one month before departure. Travellers should also carry a basic first-aid kit and hand sanitizers/antibacterial
wipes on their travels. Medical facilities are basic throughout these countries. For your own safety, we strongly
recommend that you advise your tour leader of any medical condition that may affect you while travelling with the
group. Your tour leader will be able to inform you of local health advisories (e.g. drinking water quality). Please ensure you

have all the inoculations recommended by your doctor.

Yellow Fever Certificate Note: (Updated: May 2023)

Itis compulsory to show a valid Yellow Fever Certificate if you are travelling to the following G Adventures-visited

countries from a Yellow Fever endemic country:

- Botswana

- Ethiopia

- Kenya

- Madagascar
- Malawi

- Mozambique
- Rwanda

- South Africa

- Swaziland

- Uganda

- Zambia

- Zimbabwe

For some of these countries, proof of Yellow Fever vaccination is also required for passengers who have travelled more
than 12 hours through the airport of an endemic country. If other countries not endemic to Yellow Fever have been
visited after visiting an endemic country, then a Yellow Fever certificate may still be required on entry. Please check

country-specific regulations before your departure.

Malaria

Malaria is a mosquito-borne disease that is present in some regions in Africa. Risk of malaria can increase during
periods of heavy rain, during the rainy seasons, and in densely populated areas of Southern & East Africa. To prevent
malaria, we recommend speaking to your doctor about taking preventative medication (prophylaxis), combined with
regular use of insect repellent spray/cream. Please check updated travel health advisories specific to malaria before

your departure.



What do | need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international
travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We
strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air
tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewelery at home - you won't need it while
travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your valuables.
A lock is recommended for securing your luggage. When travelling on a group trip, please note that your group leader
has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it deemed necessary, due to safety concerns. Your
Chief Experience Officer (CEO) will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free
time to pursue your own interests, relax and take it easy and explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with
options available in a given location, please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary,
and we offer no representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please
use your own good judgement when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are
generally safe during the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our

recommendation to stay in small groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in
water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and
adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards), have a
balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our CEOs to make arrangements on your behalf for water

based activities that are not accompanied by guide(s).

Swimming, including snorkeling, is always at your own risk. Read more about travel safety for ways to further enhance

your personal safety while traveling.

What are the trip specific safety considerations?

GENERAL: Look after your personal items. Do not leave your valuables visible in a car or hotel room. Lock your hotel
room door when you enter and when you leave. Do not carry large amount of cash on you. Avoid displaying flashy
jewellery and carry your camera in its pack on your shoulder rather than around your neck. Keep your passport, airline
tickets, money, important documents locked up in your room/safe - do not carry it with you. Always have enough water
(bottled) for the journey. NO matter how beautiful or gentle an animal may appear, the only safe way to look at it is from

the safety of your vehicle.

What rules should | know before joining this trip?

lllegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but
also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world
but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter and in
particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of people in the sex trade is
completely contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in

their possession or if they utilize the services of paid sex workers, in any capacity.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip, you will not be
permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who will take note of your
insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum you are covered for medical
expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage of USD200,000 is required. We
strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and
personal effects. Some tours include adventure activities that require extra coverage (e.g. crampon use); please review
your itinerary and make sure that you are covered for all included activities. If you have credit card insurance we require
proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for

details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
