Enjoy a performance

by these talented artists. Depart back through the desert region and visit local Amazigh living in the

area, learning about their way of life and sharing in some mint tea in one of the homes.

Aït Ben Haddou Kasbah Tour  Aït Ben Haddou  2h-3h   

Explore the UNESCO World Heritage site and kasbah of Aït Ben Haddou, the most famous ksar in the

Ounila Valley, located in the foothills of the southern slopes of the High Atlas Mountains. Of all the

remaining kasbahs in Morocco, the walls and interior of this area are the most intact. It's a collective

grouping of dwellings inside defensive walls and was once one of the many trading posts on the route

linking Sudan to Marrakech. The kasbah still houses a few families, but many now live in the adjacent

village. Like many of the earthen built fortresses in Ouarzazate, Aït Ben Haddou has been used in many

film and television productions like Gladiator, Babel, and Game of Thrones.



Day 7  Aït Ben Haddou/Marrakech 

Travel to Marrakech, known for its many buildings erected from red clay and rest up at your hotel. Then,

visit a local henna shop where you’ll have your hands painted with this temporary tattoo art. Visit the

vibrant Djemaa el Fna marketplace in the main square of Marrakech before taking advantage of free

time to become better acquainted with the city.

Visit the Bahia Palace and the Ben Youssef Madrasa -

an Islamic college in Marrakech built in the 14th-century and reconstructed in the 16th-century. Rebuilt

by the Saadian Sultan Abdallah al-Ghalib in 1564, it housed up to 800 students across 130 small

dormitory cells. Explore this fine example of Moroccan craftsmanship, featuring a central marble

courtyard with a reflective pool, elaborate Zellij tilework, and intricate carvings in cedar wood and

stucco.

Farewell Dinner in a Traditional Riad  Marrakech   

A traditional Moroccan house with a beautiful interior courtyard is the setting for tonight's farewell

dinner with the group. Enjoy a meal with your new found friends and reminisce about the fantastic

adventure you've all had.

Jardins Majorelle  Marrakech  200MAD  1h-2h   



Visit this enchanting garden in the heart of the city designed by French painter Jacques Majorelle

(1886-1962). Follow the pathways through trees, exotic plants, streams, and pools while watching the

numerous birds who call this peaceful paradise home. (Please note that the entrance fee to Musée

Yves Saint Laurent is an additional 30 MAD.)

What important notes should I be aware of before the trip?

1.FAMILY INSURANCE

Options for family travel insurance are available. Please enquire with your Family Trip Specialist for more information.

2.ITINERARY PACE

This is a very fast paced itinerary which covers lots of ground. While this allows us to see a huge amount in the available

time, it also means some early starts, and some long drives. 

3.WEATHER

Please note that the climate in Morocco can be both very hot during the day in summer months (up to 50°C) and cold

at night in the mountains in autumn, early spring and winter (down to -6°C). Summer months, from April to September

are very hot throughout Morocco. Winter months November to March can be cool to cold, especially in the Atlas

Mountains, with high probability of snowfall. Most Moroccan buildings are not equipped with heating, so without proper

layers you will be cold at night. Please bring appropriate clothing for the months in which you are travelling and check

temperatures before you leave. 

4.RAMADAN

According to the lunar cycle, Ramadan will fall between Apr 10th - May 14th 2021, and Apr 1st - May 3rd 2022. Please

note that Ramadan is a month of fasting observed by Muslims throughout the world, during which time the followers of

Islam should not eat or drink between sunrise and sunset. There may be some limitations to services and disruptions to

schedules during Ramadan, but generally our tours still operate effectively during this period and food is available to

non-Muslims throughout the day. It is very important to display increased cultural sensitivity during Ramadan. Please

wear loose fitting clothes, that cover knees and shoulders, and try to avoid eating, drinking or smoking in public out of

respect for those who can't at that time.

5. Please note that on all Family Adventures one adult can only accompany up to two minors. If you have over two

minors planning on travelling then a second adult will be required to attend.

What is the group leader like?

The aim of the group leader is to take the hassle out of your travels and to help you have the best trip possible. They will

provide information on the places you are travelling through, offer suggestions for things to do and see, recommend

great local eating venues and introduce you to our local friends. While not being guides in the traditional sense; you can

expect them to have a broad general knowledge of the countries visited on the trip, including historical, cultural, religious

and social aspects. 

We also use local guides where we think more specific knowledge will add to the enjoyment of the places we are visiting-

we think it's the best of both worlds.

How large will the group be?

What meals are included in this trip?

8 breakfasts, 3 lunches, 4 dinners



What are the meals like on this trip?

Eating is a big part of traveling and we encourage you to experience the vast array of wonderful food that is available

out in the world. It's important to remember, that food may be different from what you are used to at home and that

some things may not be available in other countries.

Some meals are included in the trip price, while others are not, to allow flexibility and choice to you and your family. For

non-included meals our CEOs will still make arrangements for the group to eat together, which allows you to taste a

larger variety of dishes and enjoy each other's company. There is no obligation to do this though. For all trips please refer

to the meals included and budget information for included meals and approximate budget (per person) for meals not

included.

Throughout this trip, breakfast is included daily (ranging from continental to buffet depending on the trip). Drinking water

is available throughout (don't forget your refillable water bottle as you will have access to either filtered water from hotels

or as made available by the CEO). Healthy, local snacks will also be available.

Note that any special meal requirements or dietary restrictions need to be specified at time of booking.

Moroccan cuisine is world famous and your CEO will be taking the chance to show you the best of it. Staples include

cous cous, a type of grain topped with stew, tagine which is actually the name of the pot this tasty dish is cooked in, and

brochette, bbq skewers of meat. Other tastes not to be missed include pastilla, a sweet pasty with a savoury filling which

is traditionally pigeon and harira, a delicious soup based on chick peas and filling enough when teamed with fresh bread

to be a whole lunch.

What are the modes of transportation on my trip?

Private air-con minivan/coach, 4x4 vehicle, walking

What transportation will we take on this trip?

This is not a physically demanding journey, however, there are some long drives (please take note of the travel times and

distances in the daily itinerary). Despite some of the long days, most clients feel that the diversity of the Moroccan

landscape, and culture are all well worth the experience!

Is there an extra cost for travelling solo?

We believe solo travellers should not have to pay more to travel so our group trips are designed for shared

accommodation and do not involve a single supplement. Odd number adult travellers in your family will be paired in

twin accommodation with another adult traveller of the same sex for the duration of the trip.

Where will we stay during the trip?

Will I get my own room?

Please note that if you have booked the "My Own Room" option for this tour, you will receive your own single room for all

night stops

What kind of accommodation can I expect on this trip?

Rooming is based on double occupancy (2 passengers / 2 beds per room); all other room configurations are on request

and cannot be guaranteed. We will try to accommodate triples/quad requests whenever possible and it's important to

note that rooming configuration can change from city to city and 2 single beds are the standard configuration in a

room.

Please remember that hotel/lodge standards can be different from what you are used to in your home country, which is

part of the appeal of adventure travel.

Morocco is a developing country and as such the infrastructure is not as reliable as you would expect at home. Expect

quirky plumbing and the odd cold shower!

What is the joining hotel?

What are the joining instructions?

An arrival transfer is included when you arrive on Day 1, or if you arrive up to three days prior provided that you have

booked your pre-accommodation through G Adventures in our joining hotel. Due to customer experience and quality

considerations, all services related to the tour must be continuous. Arrival transfers will not be available to passengers

who have booked pre-tour accommodations independently of G Adventures.

If you will be taking the arrival transfer, please note that transfer representatives are no longer allowed to wait for

passengers inside the airport. Please exit the airport, and look for the driver holding a G Adventures sign. 

Please approach them, and ask them who they are supposed to be picking up (do not tell them your name, they should

have this information already).

PRE-BOOKED AIRPORT TO HOTEL TRANSFERS

When can I do my laundry on this trip?

What are the visas and entry requirements for my trip?

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or consulate for

the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own responsibility to have the correct travel

documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary depending on where you are from and where you are going. We

keep the following information up to date as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While

we provide the following information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that

you are fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

Please be aware that visa requirements vary by nationality; citizens of certain countries, such as South Africa, may be

subject to additional documentation requests. Since these official requirements are determined on a case-by-case

basis and can be unpredictable, we strongly recommend applying for your visa well in advance. Should the embassy or

consulate request further supporting documents, please contact us immediately for assistance.

What should I know about currency, credit cards, and

exchanging money while on this tour?

The local currency in Morocco is the Moroccan Dirham (MAD).

ATMs are very common in Morocco with Cirrus and Plus system cards are the most widely accepted debit cards. .While

ATMs are commonly available, there are no guarantees that your credit or debit cards will actually work - it is important

you check with your bank before departure and advisable to travel with more than one type of card.

Visa cards are the most widely accepted credit cards, but are generally only useful for larger/expensive purchases. You

should be aware when purchasing products or services on a credit card, that a fee usually applies.

The foreign currency most commonly accepted in Morocco is the Euro. You will be able to exchange Euros, as well as

GBP and USD at money exchange offices in major cities.

Do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only source of money. A combination of cash (Euro/GBP or USD) and cards

is best.

As currency exchange rates can fluctuate often we ask that you refer to the following website for daily exchange rates:

How much emergency money should I bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be

used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Do I need to pay a departure tax?

Usually included in your ticket, check with your air travel agent.

Should I be tipping on my trip?

Local tipping is included on this Family trip which covers local guides, drivers and gratuity for included meals. At the end

of your trip if you felt your two Chief Experience Officers did an outstanding job, tipping is appreciated. The amount is

entirely a personal preference, however as a guideline; per CEO $35-40 USD per person, per week can be used.

For non-included meals in restaurant, a guideline is 10% of cost of bill.

Please be aware that we are in remote areas and away from medical

facilities for some time during this trip, and for legal reasons our leaders are prohibited from administering any type of

drug including headache tablets, antibiotics, etc.

What do I need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Your

CEO will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free time to pursue your own

interests, relax and take it easy or explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with options available in a given

location please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary, and we offer no

representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please use your own

good judgment when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are generally safe during

the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our recommendation to stay in small

groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Protests and Demonstrations- Protests and demonstrations, even those that are well intended, have the potential to

turn violent with no warning. Counter protests can also turn violent. Action by security forces to disperse demonstrators

and protesters may occur at any time. If you are in an area where demonstrators or protesters are gathering, avoid the

temptation of staying for a good photo opportunity and leave the area immediately.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in

water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and

adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards) have a

balanced approach to safety.

What are the trip specific safety considerations?

Like anywhere in the world, major cities have areas safer than others, use common sense, be aware of your surroundings

and mind your personal belongings.

What rules should I know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but

also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world

but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter and in

particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of people in the sex trade is

completely contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in

their possession or if they utilize the services of paid sex workers, in any capacity.



Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip, you will not be

permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who will take note of your

insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum you are covered for medical

expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage of USD200,000 is required. We

strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and

personal effects. Some tours include adventure activities that require extra coverage (e.g. crampon use); please review

your itinerary and make sure that you are covered for all included activities. If you have credit card insurance we require

proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for

details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
