Visit the Super Pit Gold Mine, still in operation 24/7. View the mining activities and learn more about

the importance of this industry to Western Australia.

A long sleeve shirt, long pants and closed toe shoes must be worn for this activity. 

Disposable overalls are available for purchase locally at a nominal fee.

Settle in and scan the scenery from the convenience of a private vehicle.



Day 4  Esperance/Cape Le Grand National Park 

Travel to Cape Le Grand National Park and hike up Frenchman's Peak for spectacular views of the

area. Swim in the turquoise waters of Lucky Bay and Hellfire Bay. Enjoy a free afternoon before

spending the night camping in paradise.

Get out and explore this gorgeous national park. Walk from Rossiter Bay to Lucky Bay and spend time

enjoying the area. Visit Hellfire Bay and Thistle Cove before spending some free time enjoying the

beaches or hiking around a little more.

Frenchman's Peak Hike  Cape Le Grand National Park  1h30m-2h  3km   

Look for markers at the base of Frenchman's Peak which point to the trail up this sloping 262m (860)

high granite cone. Scramble over boulders and brace against the wind. This hike can be quite difficult,

especially in the heat of the summer. Bring water, and wear a hat and sunscreen. Stand at the summit,

take a photo and admire the gorgeous views across the park.

—60km (37 mi) to be precise—alone is worth stopping at the park.

Head for the Rainbow Coast. Stop to see highlights along the way like the Gap and Natural Bridge.

Take a canopy treetop walk. Continue on to Margaret River, a spot famous for its wineries.

Visit the Busselton Jetty, extending 1.8km (1 mi) across Geographe Bay, a gorgeous setting in its own

right. The heritage-listed structure is the longest timber-piled jetty in the Southern Hemisphere.

For more than 30 years, the Greenough Wildlife & Bird Park has rescued, rehabilitated and released

many of Australia's most iconic creatures. Bring your camera on this visit to the park 20km (12 mi)

south of Geraldton and learn more efforts to protect a menagerie of wildlife including emus, dingos,

kangaroos, wallaroos, and crocodiles.

Visit the Principality of Hutt River, the oldest 'micronation' in Australia. See some coastal attractions

before reaching Kalbarri. Opt to horseback ride, abseil, canoe or simply relax on the beach. Camp

under the stars in a traditional swag (padded canvas bedroll).

Shell Beach Visit  Shell Beach  1h-1h   

This is a beach unlike any other. Shell Beach in Shark Bay of Western Australia is made up entirely of

billions of tiny cockle shells.

Stroll along the 110km (68 mi) long beach, only one of two beaches like it in the world. 

Eagle Bluff Visit  Eagle Bluff  30m   

Visit Eagle Bluff and walk along the boardwalk. The area is named for the osprey that nest on the rock

island just offshore.

Hamelin Pools Telegraph Station Visit  

Hamelin Pool Marine Nature Reserve  5.50AUD  30m-1h  1-2km   

The Hamelin Pools Telegraph Station holds an important place in the history of telecommunication in

the Shark Bay area.

Day 14  Monkey Mia 

Get up close and personal with bottlenose dolphins at Shark Bay World Heritage Area. A major

research site, these mammals come right up to the shore on a regular basis. Later, enjoy an Aboriginal

kayak tour.

What is the group leader like?

This G Adventures group trip is accompanied by one of our group leaders, otherwise known as a Chief Experience

Officer (CEO). The CEO will be the group manager, leader and driver - this person is experienced in the routes travelled

and will organize and lead the meal preparations and has experience in cooking a variety of local and international

dishes for large groups.

As the group coordinator and manager, the aim of the CEO is to take the hassle out of your travels and to help you have

the best trip possible. While not being guides in the traditional sense, you can expect them to have a broad general

knowledge of the countries visited on the trip, including historical, cultural, religious and social aspects. They will also

offer suggestions for things to do and to see, recommend great local eating venues and introduce you to our local

friends. 

We also use local guides where we think more specific knowledge will add to the enjoyment of the places we are visiting -

we think it's the best of both worlds.

How large will the group be?

Max 16, Avg 12.

What meals are included in this trip?

16 breakfasts, 3 lunches, 5 dinners

What are the meals like on this trip?

Eating is a big part of traveling. Generally meals are not included in the trip price when there is a choice of eating

options, to give you the maximum flexibility in deciding where, what and with whom to eat. It also gives you more

budgeting flexibility. Our groups tend to eat together for most meals but there is no obligation to so. Your CEO will be

able to suggest favourite restaurants during your trip. 

What are the modes of transportation on my trip?

Private van, walking.

What transportation will we take on this trip?

We use a private van for the duration of this tour.

Is there an extra cost for travelling solo?

We believe solo travellers should not have to pay more to travel so our group trips are designed for shared

accommodation and do not involve a single supplement. Single travellers joining group trips are paired in twin or multi-

share accommodation with someone of the same sex for the duration of the trip. Some of our Independent trips are

designed differently and solo travellers on these itineraries must pay the single trip price.



Where will we stay during the trip?

What kind of accommodation can I expect on this trip?

There are a variety of accommodation on this trip to bring out the unique character of the region you're travelling

through. We use 2-3 star hotels, simple hotels and swags (Australian outback sleeping bags for sleeping under the

stars). Some nights will be multi-share and/or use shared facilities. 

What is the joining hotel?

For details of your joining hotel please refer to your tour voucher, G Account, the G Adventures App or contact your

travel agent.

What are the joining instructions?

Perth has two separate terminals for Domestic and International flights. Perth Centre is approximately 11kms from the

Domestic Airport and 18km from the International Airport. 

Located just 11km from the Domestic Airport (15 minute’s drive) and 18km from the International Airport (22 minute’s

drive).

By Taxi: $30-$40, depending on which terminal you arrive into. 

By Shuttle Bus: $15 per person, for the CONNECT shuttle. The shuttle operates from Domestic Terminal 3 (T3) only.

Please take the free terminal transfer bus which operates seven days a week to T3 if you arrive into either the

International (T1) or Domestic(T2). This journey takes approximately 15 minutes and drops off at the Ambassador Hotel,

across the street from Good Earth Perth.

Please note that Day 1 is an arrival day and no activities have been planned for that day other then your welcome

meeting in the evening, so you can arrive at any time.

A G Adventures Representative will organize a short meeting soon after arrival, during which you will meet other tour

participants and receive information about general and specific aspects of the trip. A welcome note will be left for you in

the hotel so you have all the necessary information regarding the meeting time. If you arrive late, s/he will leave you a

message detailing what time and where you should meet the next morning.



What happens if I experience problems when arriving?

We don't expect any problems, and nor should you, but if for any reason you are unable to commence your trip as

scheduled, please refer to the emergency contact details provided in this dossier and contact us as soon as possible. If

you have a pre-booked transfer, and you have not made contact with our representative within 30 minutes of clearing

customs and immigration, we recommend that you make your own way to the Starting Point hotel, following the Joining

Instructions. Please apply to your travel agent on your return for a refund of the transfer cost if this occurs.

Who should I contact in case of an emergency?

Should you need to contact G Adventures during a situation of dire need, it is best to first call our local office in

Melbourne. If for any reason you do not receive an immediate answer, please leave a detailed message and contact

information, so we may return your call and assist you as soon as possible.

How much spending money do I need for my trip?

What should I know about currency, credit cards, and

exchanging money while on this tour?

The Australian currency is the Australian Dollar (AUD).

Credit cards are accepted almost everywhere in Australia and can be used to purchase small and large items. When

purchasing products or services with a foreign credit card you may be charged additional fees by your credit card

company for foreign purchases. 

Credit cards and debit cards are very useful for cash advances but you must remember to bring your PIN number (be

aware that many ATM machines only accept 4-digit PINs). Both Cirrus and Plus system cards are the most widely

accepted debit cards. Both Visa and Master Cards are the most widely accepted credit cards. While ATMs are

commonly available, there are no guarantees that your credit or debit cards will actually work check with your bank

before you travel. A visit to an ATM can be arranged on Day 1 and other days of the trip.

Do not rely on credit or debit cards as your only source of money. A combination of local currency (preferably smaller

bills, 5's, 10's and 20's), traveller’s cheques and credit cards is best. Currency exchange is best obtained prior to travel or

at the airport, currency exchange is easy to find in Australia in the gateway cities and most banks do accommodate.

Always take more rather than less, as you don't want to spoil the trip by constantly feeling short of funds. 

As currency exchange rates can fluctuate often we ask that you refer to the following website for daily exchange rates:

How much emergency money should I bring on this trip?

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an 'emergency' fund, to be

used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a change to our planned route. This is a

rare occurrence!

Should I be tipping on my trip?

It is not customary in Australia to tip service providers, but if you do experience outstanding service it is good to do so.

Such service would only usually be in places like quality restaurants and it would be very rare that you would tip more

than 10%. Unless specifically asked to do so at the time (by your CEO) - do not tip your local guides. Also at the end of

each trip if you felt your G Adventures Chief Experience Officer did an outstanding job, you may consider a small tip -

but it certainly isn't expected.

What do I need to know to about safety and security on my trip?

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with international

travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel information before departure. We

strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air

tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable items. Leave your valuable jewelery at home - you won't need it while

travelling. Many of the hotels we use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your valuables.

A lock is recommended for securing your luggage. When travelling on a group trip, please note that your group leader

has the authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it deemed necessary, due to safety concerns. Your

Chief Experience Officer (CEO) will accompany you on all included activities. During your trip you will have some free

time to pursue your own interests, relax and take it easy and explore at your leisure. While your CEO will assist you with

options available in a given location, please note that any optional activities you undertake are not part of your itinerary,

and we offer no representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators running them. Please

use your own good judgement when selecting an activity in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are

generally safe during the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our

recommendation to stay in small groups and to take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only participating in

water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort to ensure the fun and

adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying degrees of operating standards), have a

balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our CEOs to make arrangements on your behalf for water

based activities that are not accompanied by guide(s).

Swimming, including snorkeling, is always at your own risk. Read more about travel safety for ways to further enhance

your personal safety while traveling.

What rules should I know before joining this trip?

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of the land but

also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world

but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of respect towards everyone we encounter and in

particular the local people who make the world the special place it is. The exploitation of people in the sex trade is

completely contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in

their possession or if they utilize the services of paid sex workers, in any capacity.

Is travel insurance required for my trip?

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip, you will not be

permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your leader, who will take note of your

insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance policy we require that at a minimum you are covered for medical

expenses including emergency evacuation and repatriation. A minimum coverage of USD200,000 is required. We

strongly recommend that the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and

personal effects. Some tours include adventure activities that require extra coverage (e.g. crampon use); please review

your itinerary and make sure that you are covered for all included activities. If you have credit card insurance we require

proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for

details of their participating insurer, the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
